18 or onset of sexual activity





1-3 years after 2 normal, consec. Annual results





69 and stop if all prev. screen results were normal











American Coll. Of Ob/Gyn, 1989





18 or onset of sexual activity





Annually for 3 consec. Years then at physician recommend interval





No recommendation





Annual bimanual pelvic examination





US Preventive Health Task Force, 1989





Onset of sexual activity





1-3 years on  physician recommendations based on risk factors





65 if physician can document consistently normal prev. pap smear results











Natl. Cancer Institute, 1990





18 or onset of sexual activity





After 3 normal, consec. Annual results, repeat less freq.
