LESSON PLAN

8:00 am-9:00am

1. Read  over the cases 1-3 which are on-line.

2. Discuss the cases quickly, focussing on:

· the ins and outs of the clinical decision (as detailed in the accompanying answers),  Press them to say exactly what they would do for the particular patient.  Take votes to see if everyone agrees.  

· what kinds of trials or clinical data would help solidify the decision

· where would you quickly find this clinical data?  UpToDate algorithms, ACP Pier, Cochrane Database, Clinical Evidence?  

· Given limited data and limited applicability to individual patients, what is the wisest course of action in the particular clinical situations described?

9:00-9:30


Divide up into three groups.  One group will do question 1, one question 2, one question 3.  Send the groups out to the computers to research their questions.  Ask them to print out whatever they find that they think is relevant.

One of the GI attendings will come and discuss the three cases.  One representative from each group should present the group’s opinion and findings, then the attending can lead the discussion from there.  After the attending has completed his discussion, review the above points with particular attention to how one might find the answers one needs on-the-fly.
